Dr. Joe Albert Bush, Sr. is a native South Carolinian, the second son of the late Tom Roscoe Bush 
and Mrs. Lenell Mitchell Bush. He received his undergraduate degree from Benedict College, 
and the Master of Divinity from Lutheran Theological Southern Seminary. He also graduated 
from the U. S. Air University where he completed training for the U.S. Air Force Chaplains 
Program. In May 2002, Dr. Bush graduated, with Distinction, from the Drew University  
Theological Seminary, where he earned the Doctor of Ministry Degree. 

Dr. Bush has served as the Senior Pastor of the Walker Memorial Baptist Church, Bronx, 
since June 1982.
